HOFF. THE FIRST TEACHERS WERE ANNSELINA 
THOMAS HAYES AND ELIZABETH SIMPSON BACON. 
CHARLOTTE SMIT BACON WAS ASSISTANT

ONE OF THE FIRST TEAMS EVOLVED FROM THE SPORT OF BASKETBALL WAS 
LESTER MUNK (ONE OF THE FASTEST RUNNERS IN THE VALLEY), FRANK 
BARTSCHI (WHO WAS POWERFUL), LEGRAND CLARK, HOMER CLARK AND 
HOWARD CLARK (DIMINUTIVE FORWARDS) AND MARIAN FREEMAN. THEY 
REPRESENTED GEORGETOWN ID IN GAMES WITH OTHER TOWNS.(DD) 

THERE WAS STANDING ROOM ONLY IN THE TINY GYM IN THE CHURCH HOUSE. 
THERE WAS ONLY FOUR OR FIVE FEET OF SPACE RESERVED FOR SPECTATORS 
BETWEEN THE PLAYING FLOOR AND THE WALL.(DD)
