Interviewer: How many cuttings of alfalfa would you get a year
there?

Your alfalfa will last for
years up there.

Lucille Clark: They didn’t have as many weeds as they do down here.
Interviewer: It just doesn’t wear out the alfalfa up there.
Lucille Clark: I think Utah is the weediest state in the Union.
Orson Clark: Oh, you don’t know what the others are.

Lucille Clark: Well, you travel through the east and all of the
side of the roadways they have grass on and they keep it mowed.
Where there are banks, they have it covered with shrubs and
